Finland

Finland is the sixth largest country in Europe
in terms of area. After Iceland and Norway,
Finland is the most sparsely populated country in
Europe with only |7 inhabitants per square km.
Approximately 67 per cent of the 5.3 million
people live in urban areas. During the summer,
it never gets really dark, and in the north the
sun does not set at all for some time. During the
winter months, there are six hours of full
daylight in the south while for two months in the
far north, the sun never rises above the horizon.
Finland is also traditionally known for its high
level of technology and outstanding architecture
and design.

The programme is an interdisciplinary research
oriented Master’s degree programme within the fast
growing field of Cultural Studies. Its main focus is on
questions of identity and cultural difference and how
these affect people’s behaviour and ways of thinking
and their organised interaction in international and
intercultural contexts. Its theoretical framework draws
on such disciplines as management sciences, sociology,
anthropology, semiotics, and literary studies. By
combining the humanities with management theories,
the programme is particularly designed to serve the
needs of students working or planning to work in
multicultural contexts either in international organi-
sations or on the community level, for example, in
teaching, counselling or administration.

By bringing together students from different national
and academic backgrounds, the programme provides
an inspiring learning environment and will enable new
departures in research. The programme comprises
120 ECTS credits leading to a Master of Arts or
Master of Administrative Sciences degree, and it can be
completed in two years.
